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On 10th January 2009, the Kent team headed off to Cippenham again, for the next 
round of matches. The team this time was Alistair McTavish, Ray Jordan, Lewis 
Gray, Kirsty Wilson and Emma Etheridge. They faced Surrey 2 first of all. Alistair 
McTavish started the ball rolling and won 11-8 in the 5th against Alain Hooch. Lewis 
Gray then had a battle against Ben Larcombe and came through victorious 12-10 in 
the 4th. Kirsty then had a tight match against Fei Fei Pei and lost 11-9 in the 5th. Ray 
Jordan then had a big five setter against Rob Lemon and came through to win 11-3 in 
the 5th, having gone two sets down initially. Emma then had a tough match against 
Lucy Burkes and unluckily lost 11-9 in the 5th. Lewis Gray then had a five set fight 
against Alan Choochoy, going two sets down to make a brilliant come back and win 
11-5 in the 5th.
